His Worship the Mayor (Alderman J.V., Bugler J.P.) Mrs. Alderman Fowler, and Aldermen
Roberts and Boland.

An apology was received and accepted from Alderman Turtle,
Your Committee having considered the undermentioned matters, now recommends as follows:-

1, Having considered a Petition received from residents in Juliett Street for

improved lighting, now recommends that an additional 40 c.p. light bg placed over
the footpath on the eastern-side of Juliett Street, midway between Lights Nos. 225

2. Your Committee inspected the lighting in Holdsworth Street, and now recommends “n,
"~ that an additional 40 cipe. light be placed at the corner of Holdsworth Street and

Wilson Lane. '

3, Your Committee considered application for a light in lane at rear of Nos. 605/631
~  King Street, and now recomuends that a 40 c.p. light be placed in this lane.

4, Your Committee -recommends that light Nos. 382 in Campbell Street be removed about
40 ft. easterly, so as to light up the lane leading to the rear of Nos, 97 /301
Campbell Streets
