The Ch ief Health Inspector submitted his report in accorda nce with Folios l and 2 of the 
Chief Health Inspector's report book , and it was resolved that the report be rece ived and 
considered seriatim. Upon Recommendation No .2 bein g submitted it was move d by Alderman 
Greenup, seconded by Alderman Smith: "THAT the recommendation be adopted with the addendum: 
"'F.t:IAT the Council purchase and have screened at four theatres in the district talking slides 
warning the people about the rat menace . " Carried. After further consideration it was 
resolved that the Chief Health Inspector's report a s amended be adopted and its recommend­
ations carried into effect.
