The Chief Health Inspector submitted a report in accordance with Folios 126, 127 & 128 
of the InspectoiJ ' s report book , and it was resolved: "THAT the Chief Health Inspecto ' s 
report be re ceived and adopted and all its recommendations carried into effec.t, and that 
in accordance with the Chief Health Inspector's report, Notices be served under the 
provisions of 3ection 5 of the Public Health Act directing the owners of pre~ises 
41 Dickson Street and 203/205 King Street, Newtown , to carry out the work 'llentioned 
within thirty (30) days from the date of the Not ice." 

The Chief Health Inspector submitted a report of legal proceedings against c . Grais and 
A. Walker for building alterations at 23 Sloane Street , ewtown, vJithout Council ' s 
permission, for which each .ras fined £2/ - / - with £1/19/6 costs. "Received ." 

The Chief Health & Building Inspecto r submitted a report )f having approved of a new 
Sub -station for the Electric Light & Power Supply Co rporat ion in Whatley Street , and 
it was r esolved: "THAT the approval be confirmed ." 

0UESTIONS !JITHOUT NOTICE : 

Alderman Brannan drew attention to the fact that the lids on garbage tins were still 
being left off by the Council ' s employees, and he was informed that a further instruction 
would be issued to the men about this matter . 

Alde rman Pawley drew attent ion to the bad state of disrepair of Little Queen Street, and 
asked that it be made the first consideration of the Engineering Staff. He asked why th~ 
shed at the rear of 206 Edgeware Road, for which Mr . A. Sellets was prosecuted for 
erecting it without permission , had not been removed. The Chief Health ·Inspector replied 
that t e matter was under consideration, and the Council's solicitors vvere writing to 
the owner pointing out his liability in the matter with a view to securino its demolition . 

Alderraan Goddard asked (1) that attention be given to the drain :pipe which empti3s on 
to Goddard Playground from the house on the King Street side ; (2) that attention be 
given to carrying out the improvements to Gladstone St r eet Depot, for it became flooded 
in Tuesday ' s r ainfall. Alderman Goddard drew attent ion to the fact ~hat Gladstone Street, 
where thJ Playground is proposed to be placed, was flooded in Tuesday ' s rainfall and 
from this it appeared that the site was not the most suitable for the playground . 

Alderman Wright asked if any definite date could be given r e the openin 0 of the Library. 
Reply in the negative . 

Alderman Fernon asked if anything had been done re garding the complaint about soot from 
the N. S . W. Dyein Company's factory in Australia Street. The Chie f Health Inspector 
replied that he had interviewed the Proprietor who promised to make satisfactory 
alterations to the chimney . 

Alderman Greenup ment i oned the disabilitie s of some people in Camden .lard because of the 
unsatisfactory condition of their lavato~J . Alderman Greenup asked that attention be 
given to 31 Pearl Street , where the water supply is inadequate, and also that the Chief 
Health Inspector make an inspection of 21 Campbell Street . Alderman Gr eenup asked if 
enquiries would be made regarding the alleged sale b7 the Picton Lakes T. B. Settlement 
t o the Central District Ambulance Board of the N. E . S . Ambulance donated to the Picton 
Lakes Vi llage by the rewtown people.
