Alderman Brannan asked that extra attention be given to cleaning the gutters
throughout the area.

Alderman Pawley asked that attention be given to having the Edgeware Road overbridge
repaired in conjunction with St. Peters~ and Marvickville as soon as possible. The
Mayor said he would have a look at the road with the Engineer.

Alderman Pawley asked that attention be given to a water cut in Susan St. which had
been patched but had now sunkenr again.

Alderman Bugler asked if any progress had been made in securing the return of our
premises in Longdown St. wherein a horse.and cart was housed, and on receiving a
reply in the negative sought to move that the matter be placed in the hands of thse
Council Solicitors to secure possession of the premises. The Mayor asked Alderman
Bugler to give notice of the motion for the next meeting.

time devoting his attention to the rest of the flats and to the exterior which was
badly in need of a coat of paint.

Alderman Wright asked if any reply had been received regarding the proposed construction
of flats in Carillon Avenue. The Town Clerk replied that he had to arrange a conference
with the Director of State Housing after which he would report back to the Council,

Alderman Greenup asked if the Tramway Department could be approached to bring the tram
stop closer to the waiting shed which had been constructed in front of St. Peters

| Station, as it was inconvenient for people waiting in the shed to ascertain when the

trams were coming to the present stop.

Alderman Smith asked when a garbage tin had been emptied was it the duty of the

garbage collector to replace it in the yard of the resident. Reply that the garbage
collector's responsibility ended when he replaced it on the spot from where it had been
collected.
