Upon Recommendation No.l9 being submitted for adoption an amendment was moved 
that the matter of a cquiring a piano be left in t he hands of the Mayor and Clerk. 
The voting being in favour of the amendment it was submitted as the substantlve motion 
and declared carried . .After further consideration it was then resolved that the WorkS 
Committee 's Report as amended be received and adopted and all its recommendations 
carried i nto effect and that in accordance with recommendation No.1? and Certificate issued 
by Thomas \ffi l ker Chambers, an Officer of the Council duly authorised by the Board of Health , 
certifying that cottages such a 
condition fromstructural ana of t he Public 
Health ACt 1902-193?, the Council duly certifies that such cottages are unfit for human 
occupation or habitation and that the o>vners be notified in writing that such cottages are 
unfit for human occuuation or habitat ion and shall not after the expiration of 90 days be 
inhabited or occupied by any persons unless alterations or repairs specified hereunder are 
made to render such buildin:;s fit for hunan occupation on habitation. 

1. Insert an approved damp-proof course in walls to their full width to prevent rising damp 
from reaching the lowest floor timbers. 

2. Provide permanent ventilati on to the external air of all rooms by means of 9 x 6 inch 
air - grates placed in walls at or near ceiling level in t he proportion of 24 inches of 
unobstructed opening to every 1,000 cubic feet or part thereof in each room (minimum two 
air- grates.) 

3. Remove all charred, burnt, broken or decayed and perished timber throughout the terrace 
and reulace with sound timber as a pproved by the Council. 

4 . Remove-all defective, broken or fire damaged ceilings and replace with ceilings of mater­
ial a pproved by Council. 

5. Replace all fire dama ged roofing iron, roof guttering and rainwater downpipes and 
securely fasten same. Render roof weather-proof. 

6 . Remove , damaged, cracked and "drummy'' plaster on ·walls and replaster where necessary. 
7. Overhaul water and service pi pes and renew or repair where necessary. 
8 . Renew all broken and damaged sanitary fittings such as pans, flush pipes and flushing 

cisterns. 
9 . Overhaul house drainage pi pes and clear or repair where necessary. 
lO.Provide a suitable bath for each cottage in the terrace. 
ll.Rebuild weatherboard W.C's of material and design approved by Council. 
12. Thoroughly cleanse the premises and remove all refuse to Council's sanitary depot. 

The Engineer submitted a report ofworks progress during the past two wee ks, and it 
resolved that the report be received and adopted. 

The Health Inspe ctor submit ted his Report in accordance with Folios Nos. 8 and 9 of the 
Health Inspector's Report Book and it was resolved that the Report be received and adopted 
and all its recommendations be given effect to •

"THAT the Local Government Association be inf'ormed that this Council

Seconded by hlderman Bugler. Amendment moved by Alderman Solomon seconded by Alderman 
Fleming : "THAT the matter be deferred f'or f'urther consideration at the next meeting of the 
Council." Amendment lost motion carried.

Alderman Pawley intimated t ha t he would ask for the concreting of Alice Lane to be proceeded 
with as soon as possible. The matter was ruled out of' order having been dealt with in the 

Committee's Report. 

Alderman Fleming asked that t he Engineer and the Health Inspector inspect Wilson Street 
f'rom Erski neville Road to Vita Foods Factory in an endeavour to ascertain f'rom where the 

soakage arises in this street. 

Alderman Smith referred to the continued patching required to a small portion of the road 
at the corner of .Australia and King Streets and also Erskineville Road at the end of' the 

- concrete which cont inually grouts out, and it is suggested that it might be overcome by 
J taking out a square and replac ing a larger area to overcome the dif'ficulty.
