Alderman Pawley drew attention to the fact that where broken glass was on the roadway the
sweepers did not usually sweep same, with a consequent danger to tyres etc. The matter
was referred to the Health InSpector with a view to overcoming any such danger.

$LAlderman Pawley asked if the Council was storing bricks for the Works Department or any
other person. Reply that the Council had undertaken to store bricks for the Public Works
Department for N.E.S. purposes some considerable time ago.

Alderman Bugler drew attention to the dilapidated condition of the seat at the Fountain on
Newtown Bridge, =nd asked that it be replaced. The Mayor referred the matter to the
Supervisor for attention.
